The Indian Capital Technology Center, Muskogee Campus, is celebrating 40 years
of education excellence this year. The following is an over-view of the history of
the district from 1967 to 2010.

In 1967, meetings were held by community members to form a Vo-Tech district. Among those
attending was Mort Glassner, a reporter for the Muskogee Phoenix and Times-Democrat
newspapers which were owned at that time by Tams Bixby. Glassner covered the story from the
organizational meetings, the bond issues to the development and opening of the school. It was in
one of the early meetings when they were deciding on a name that he suggested the name
“Indian Capital.” The committee decided on the name and it remains Indian Capital today.

For a little background about how Indian Capital Technology Center got its name; | am including
a newspaper article that was printed in the Muskogee Phoenix on Sunday, April 27, 2008, written
by Jonita Mullins about Three Rivers History:

Muskogee became ‘Indian Capital’ with Dawes Commission

In 1887, Congress passed the Dawes Act with the intent of ending the reservation system among
the Native American tribes in Indian Territory. The goal was to better assimilate Indians into the
mainstream of American culture with the hope that the Indian Territory would then come into the
Union as a state.

To achieve this goal, the lands held in common by the tribes would be distributed to individual
members of the tribe. Eventually, tribal governments were to be dissolved.

On March 3, 1893, Congress formed a three-man commission — named the Dawes Commission
after its chairman, Henry Dawes — to negotiate new treaties with the Five Civilized Tribes. The
treaties would allow for the enrollment of tribal members with the intent of making individual
allotments of land to those members.

The three commissioners traveled extensively throughout Indian Territory to meet with tribal
leaders. They kept temporary offices at McAlester and Muskogee while treaty negotiations took
place. Once those were completed, however, the Commission chose Muskogee for its
headquarters.

Some have said it was this decision that established Muskogee as the “Indian Capital,” and the
town was often referred to in that way. With the Dawes Commission here, literally thousands of
individuals claiming Indian blood flooded into the Territory hoping to gain an allotment. Dawes
Commission workers had to interview each one and examine any documentation they provided
as proof of their Indian heritage.
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Dr. F. B. Fite constructed a building for the Commission at the corner of Second Street and
Okmulgee Avenue. Thousands of government employees came to Muskogee from nearly every
state in the Union to work for the Dawes Commission. It has been said that during this time
period, Muskogee had more government workers than any city except Washington, D.C.

Ironically, the “Indian Capital” of Indian Territory had a permanent population that was largely
white and African American. A census report for Indian Territory in 1894 stated that the
Territory had a population of 178,097. Of this number, more than 70 percent of Indian Territory
residents were not Indian.

One of the most difficult tasks of the Dawes Commission was to determine exactly who among
this population was entitled to an allotment of land.

Indian Capital Area VVo-Tech District No. 4 was formed in May of 1967 by an election of
citizens in parts of Muskogee, Wagoner, Mclntosh and Sequoyah counties to raise the quality of
education for students, and to serve future employers and residents within the school district

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In June 1969, Adair County and the remainder of Sequoyah County annexed to the VVo-Tech
district

The Muskogee School of Practical Nursing officially became a program under the direction of
the Indian Capital Area VVocational Technical School on July 1, 1969. Since then, Indian Capital
has become a vital force in the economic development of eastern Oklahoma.

History of the Practical Nursing Program

The Indian Capital Technology Center School of Practical Nursing was actually started in 1958.
At that time it was known as the Muskogee General Hospital School of Practical Nursing.

The school was first located at the Muskogee General Hospital. In 1957 a General Obligation
Bond was passed by the city of Muskogee to build a new hospital.

In 1959, after the building was completed, the Practical Nursing program moved into the new
building which is now Muskogee Regional Medical Center (MRMC).

The school provided trained nursing personnel to area hospitals and health care organizations.
The classroom was located on the first floor, across from the chapel. The hospital provided free
meals for the students. Stella Wetz, RN, was director of the school.

Helen Burnett, RN, was the first clinical instructor during the 1958-59 school year followed by
Estelline Holcomb.

Wetz called upon other professionals to help teach the students. Edna Rockefeller, RN, taught
Ethics; Cecil Roark, Red Cross director, taught First Aide; Ruth Bowers, RPT, taught physical
therapy; Edelle Weaver, the hospital dietitian, taught nutrition, and Mrs, Ray Meeks, who was in
charge of the medical records department, taught medical terminology.

Approximately 440 area students participated in fourteen programs which included
Aero Mechanics, Air Conditioning & Refrigeration, Auto Body, Auto Mechanics,
Business & Office, Carpentry, Data Processing, Drafting, Health Occupation,
Machine Shop, Masonry, and Welding. There were 14 faculty members, 2
secretaries, 1 business manager, and two maintenance employees including the
practical nursing staff. The practical nursing program remained at the hospital.

In 1972 the Ozark Regional Commission obtained approval grants in the amount of $209,000 to
construct the Indian Capital Area Vocational-Technical branch school for training at Stilwell
and Sallisaw. The Stilwell Campus serves Adair County and the Sallisaw Campus serves
Sequoyah County. A special grant of $124,526.50 was received from Ozarks Regional
Commission for the construction of each school. The total cost of the two schools was $380,000
and $321,000 for equipment.

Zaroor & Davis, Muskogee, were architects for both branch schools and the contractors were
Berner Construction Inc, Muskogee. The buildings were 18,800 square feet with a capacity of
148 students.

The cost of the land for the Adair County Branch was $9,902.50. Cost of the building was
$208,673,42. Improvement to the site cost $10,889.45. Cost of equipment, supplies and furniture
was $67,000.

In October 1993, Indian Capital Vo-Tech took administrative control over the Bill Willis Skills
Center Practical Nursing program. The practical nursing program originally began as the
Cherokee Nation School of Practical Nursing, located in Stilwell. In 1987 the program
transferred to Tahlequah, under the direction of the W.P. (Bill) Willis Skills Center.

In 1993, the Administration Building was moved to the present location, the former Home of the
Future.

Business & Industry Services moved into the old Administration Building.

The building is a 29,000 square foot facility, and now, in 2010, houses the Business and Industry
staff, Mechatronics program, Instructional Services staff, and Public Information Office. The
facilities include a Seminar Center, classrooms and meeting rooms. The Indian Capital Business
and Industry Services (BIS) is a facilitator of the Training for Industry (TIP) program. The
Indian Capital BIS program provides a wide variety of programs for business and industry
throughout the district.

Historic Event:

In 1994, throughout the country, there had been a push to get educational communities together.
Through the School-To-Work process, the lines of communication were being opened to help
educators develop an educational system focused on providing continuous educational
opportunities to all individuals. In Muskogee, Oklahoma, educators formed a partnership that
has become a national model, which proves that with communication and teamwork, educational
communities can come together to provide a seamless education system from kindergarten

through graduate school.

Seven educational leaders from Bacone, College, Connors State College, Northeastern State
University, Indian Capital Technology Center, Muskogee Campus; Hilldale and Fort Gibson
public schools, signed a proclamation forming an educational partnership during a luncheon
ceremony at the Muskogee Civic Center, Thursday, July 28, 1994. By signing the proclamation,
the schools sealed the agreement to function as the Muskogee Area Educational Consortium to
improve the quality of education in the area.

The group pledged cooperation to insure the citizens of the Muskogee area: Partnerships
designed to provide a seamless education system; opportunities for educational programs of
highest quality; a variety of educational opportunities — public and private, academic and
technical; and the most economical delivery of these educational opportunities. This will include
opportunities from kindergarten through graduate school, public and private, college and
vocational.

Signers of the proclamation were: Dennis Tanner, President, Bacone College; Ronald D.
Garner, president Connors State College; Earl Garrison, superintendent, Ft. Gibson Public
Schools; D.B. Merrill, superintendent, Hilldale Public School; Joseph C. Robinson,
superintendent, Indian Capital Technology Center; Neil Nuttall, superintendent, Muskogee
Public Schools; and W. Roger Webb, president, Northeastern State University.

Dr. Joseph Robinson, superintendent of Indian Capital Technology Center, presented the
proclamation to Muskogee Mayor Kathy Hewitt. The Mayor accepted the proclamation on
behalf of the citizens of Muskogee.

Speakers at the historical ceremony included Charles Raper, President, Muskogee Chamber of
Commerce; Sandy Garrett, State Superintendent of Public Instruction; Hans Brisch, Chancellor
of Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education; and Roy Peters, Director of the State
Department of CareerTech Education.

The group planned to provide continuing education, career training, seminars, conferences, and
computer technology to the community, as well as develop grants for comprehensive and higher
education.

Education is the heartbeat of any community; but in Muskogee, Oklahoma, the beat reflects the
spirit of cooperation and teamwork of a community dedicated to meeting the challenges of
change. The consortium and agreement was the beginning of college credit being offered to
students at Indian Capital Technology Center.

The Conference Center was filled with community members, business leaders, legislators,
parents, alumni, past and current faculty and staff and students. Our sincerest gratitude to all who
have worked to make our school something of which we can all be proud.

Campus History — Presented by Tom Stiles, Superintendent

“On May 10, 1994, Cherokee County residents voted to annex those areas of Cherokee County
not already served by a Technology Center which included Tahlequah, Hulbert, Sequoyah, Lost
City, Woodall, Keys, Peggs, Tenkiller, Briggs, Grandview, Lowrey, Shady Grove, Park Hill, and
Welling school districts. This vote gave approval for Indian Capital Vo-Tech to take over the
legal operation of the W.P. (Bill) Willis Skills Center on July 1. Senator Herb Rozell was
instrumental in keeping the Skills Center open, allowing us that opportunity. The Skills Center,
located at 1400 S. Hensley Drive, Tahlequah, became the fourth campus of the Indian Capital
Vo-Tech District. The first campus director was Jan Sheets, the former Superintendent of
Tahlequah Public Schools.

With the help of Senator Herb Rozell, the necessary funding was secured, and a new facility was
built on 50 acres of land (donated by the city) located in the Tahlequah Industrial Park on a hill
overlooking the airport and the industrial park. Many people in this room today...were
instrumental in making this facility a reality...... The facility was completed in December of
1999. Board members were Budo Perry, President; Jim Carson, Vice President; Curtis Brackeen,
Clerk; Roger Sharp, Member; Alexander “Bo” Springs, Member. Dr. Earl Garrison was
Superintendent and Jan Sheets was the Director. Bates/LZW was responsible for the Architecture
and Land Planning and DACO Construction constructed the facility. The first classes began on
January 10, 2000. The Ribbon Cutting Ceremony was held on April 28, 2000.

Ever since the first day this facility opened; Indian Capital Technology Center has shown a
genuine commitment to preparing students for the future by providing them opportunities to earn
advanced certifications, explore their individual career options, and receive college credit.

The mission of Indian Capital Technology Center is to prepare people for success in the
workplace. Indian Capital Technology Center is successfully partnering with Cherokee County
business and industry to ensure that students and employees are equipped with the skills required
for lifelong career success.....today we celebrate a decade of education excellence.”

Tahlequah Democrat W. P. “Bill” Willis will forever have a place in Oklahoma history as the
man who literally paved the roads to progress in Cherokee County, and changed the quality of
life for all Oklahomans during his 28 years as a state representative and his three terms as
speaker of the House of Representatives for the State of Oklahoma. Bill Willis came to the
Oklahoma State Legislature when the pay was less than $5 a day. He not only served Oklahoma
at great personal sacrifice, but it was the way he served that mattered most — with dignity,
compassion and honor.

Bill Willis was the foremost authority on the state budget and finances. The quiet Kiowa Indian
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from Tahlequah cared about people, and he was known for his long crusade in changing the
treatment and attitudes towards those with emotional and mental health problems. He operated
under a simple philosophy. (quote) “I think government exists to help people who need help.
That should be the sole function — helping people.”

Bill Willis will always be remembered as a good man, a family man, a respected gentleman and
statesman, who lived a life of outstanding service to mankind and Oklahoma. ....
